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A Word from Don

Happy New Year! Well here we go, launching
into a new experience of the unknown future. So
many circumstances of life are beyond our control,
and yet, the faith and promise of the Incarnate God
celebrated in Christmas is not unknown to all who
believe. As the season of Epiphany dawns we
consider just how Jesus “manifests” himself in and
through our lives and relationships.

When my children were quite young we, as a
family, explored our new growth in faith by
questioning what we were learning from the
scriptures and our church experience in worship,
Sunday School, and the small groups we were
involved in. Discussions at the dinner table and bed
time were common, illuminating, and gave
opportunity not only to know Jesus better, but each
other too. One evening, after a long, pressing day of
work, I picked up the children from our baby-sitter
(Diana and I worked alternating shifts to reduce day
care time) and began to prepare dinner. I was
rustling around the kitchen with pots and pans
clanging and plates and silverware clunking when
Kelly (then 6 years old), out of the blue, threw a
question at me that stopped me in my tracks.
“Daddy,” she said, “when Jesus comes back, how
will we recognize him?”” As the water began to boil,
I realized so were my thoughts. For a moment I
could not answer, and an “I don’t know” was not
going to work. Thankfully, the Holy Spirit
whispered in my ear and I responded; “Well Kelly,
how did you recognize me when I came home from
work today?” “Oh, daddy,” she returned, “Of course
I know you. I recognize your voice. I see you all the
time. I know where to find you, and you’re always
there when I need you.” I affirmed her answer, “it’s
just like that with Jesus and us. The more time we
spend with him and learn how he works in our lives,
the easier it will be to recognize his loving presence
with us.” Boy, did I learn something valuable from
my little girl that day!

A few years ago a phrase came from a Christian
rock band, “WWIJD. It stands for “What Would
Jesus Do.” Catchy! It became a popular evangelistic
tool with rubber wrist bands to remind the wearer to
ask themselves, “What Would Jesus Do?” in the
present situation they were involved in. I once heard
Rev. Dr. Leonard Sweet, pastor, author, speaker,
and teacher comment on the time he caught his
teenage children wearing those wristbands. He
confiscated them from the children. “What Would
Jesus Do,” he instructed, “is theologically wrong.”

“It’s not about what Jesus might do. It’s all about
‘What Jesus IS Doing’ that is important.” Leonard
Sweet insisted accurate knowledge and relationship
with Jesus was the only standard for his children
and himself.

If the Epiphany is truly to be the “manifestation”
of Jesus, then how are we doing recognizing him in
our midst? What can we do this year to make him
more visible to our community? Let’s explore this
endeavor together through the Scriptures, our
worship, our service, our giving, our discipling, and
our serving.
